Design: A simple album page


Your tutor will provide you with some pictures or you may have some from elsewhere. Your task is simply to arrange them evenly on a sheet of A4 paper. There should be at least 6 pictures, and preferably 8 or more. For those normally provided with this exercise the sheet should be portrait with the pictures in two columns of 3 or 4 in each column.
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There should be clear space all around every picture and have the same dimensions (if portrait and landscape pictures are mixed then the dimensions of the portrait ones should be the reverse of the others. For example, landscape pictures might be 3” wide and 2” deep, the portrait ones 2” wide and 3” deep.

Add a short description or title for each picture immediately above or below them.

Give the sheet a heading (something like Holiday photos will do) and put your name and the date in a footer. The heading should be quite large but the footer information very small (and certainly smaller than the descriptive text).

Save the sheet with a sensible name.

Now add a frame or border effect to each picture. Finally, add a background to each – either different for each picture or the same for all.

Save the revised sheet with a different name.

Print both copies when you are happy with their appearance.

The finished sheet may be a useful ‘template’ for other use another day. To use it for your own items just double click an image and navigate to the one you wish to replace it with.
