database exercise: Collectors’ Cars


Introduction

This exercise should help you work with information contained in a database. There are about 90 different cars listed and the details for each car have been divided into eight headings.

Your tasks will cover sorting the records into different orders, searching for cars of a certain type or price and printing some of the data.

Because there is a lot of information stored in this file it is important that you do not lose or change any of the items. It is recommended that you work with a copy of the original file. Your tutor will advise how to make a copy if you are unsure.

Tasks

1. The listing needs to be in alphabetical order. Sort the whole list so that the make column runs from A to Z. Where there are several cars with the same make, the model column should be sorted too. Don’t print this list. Just save it.

2. The Fifties Motor Company have asked for a list of all the cars in stock that were produced prior to 1960. This requires a search to filter the Final Year column down to those with a year earlier than 1960.

3. The Italian Job will take any Italian cars yopu have. Produce a list for them and put the most expensive ones at the top.

4. The Convertible Car Company need to know what cars you have that are convertible and priced over £12000. Do a list for them and also a list for their sister company, The Cheap Convertible Car Company, who will be interested in those priced at £12000 or less.

5. Big Ends would like to know about cars with engines at least 3500cc but they don’t buy 6 cylinder cars, only 8 or 12 cylinders. Produce a list in descing order of engine size for them.

6. Old GB are looking for British cars priced at £3000 or less. Produce a list for them in A-Z order.

7. Anything Goes will take anything that is not British, not Japanese, not convertible and only produced in the 70s. OK, so they’re an odd bunch but do a list for them anyway!
