Obtaining information

The key to successful use of the Internet is to know where to find information.

Everything is out there - if you know how to find it!

Your tasks

In each of the following sections there is some specific information to be obtained and also items to be selected by yourself.  In many cases you may find that similar bits of information can be found at several different places.  Decide which is the most suitable before printing anything.

Paperwork

Keep a record of each of the tasks you do on the forms provided.  It may be a good idea to note on the back a brief reminder of each site you go through on your route to the one with the actual data you seek.  Only the most relevant ones need to be included in the form itself.

Facts and fiction

Do remember to distinguish between facts and people's opinions!  Some very official-looking stuff may be no more than some idiot's ramblings.  As a general rule, always include a reference when using data obtained from the internet so that the reader can decide how much notice to take of it!

Printing

Think before you print! Some web pages may be 60 or 70 pages long and would take ages to print, never mind use up your ink or toner.  Ask for help if in doubt before pressing that Print button. More advanced students should try copying items to Word first.
Weather

Get a forecast for this area for the coming week and for another area of your choice.

Cars

Find a red Fiat Cinquecento or a red Mini for sale that is a 1995 (N reg) or newer.

difficult
Country data

Produce a short report of useful travel information for visitors to Ukraine and another for a location of your choice.

beware: some reports are very long!
Medical

Try and find a 'natural' remedy for migraine headaches, toothache or 'flu.

There is much debate about legalising the use of cannabis or marijuana.  Find out what's good and bad about this.

awkward because many sites are banned!
Hobbies

Obtain some instructions for a simple piece of origami or paper-folding.

tricky
Get a picture of an 1840 1d black postage stamp

just a picture!
Space

Is there life on Mars?  Get an official government agency view if possible

beware of very long reports!
Jobs

Find a job that interests you and obtain either examples of vacancies available or details of sites that might help you find one.
